Standing Committee and Special Committee are
established to promote efficient Council activities.
There are Several Committees. which have different
responsibilities according to the jurisdiction of their
respective authorities. Each Standing Commitiee
deliberates and handles proposals and petitions
submitted 1o i1. The Special Committee is instituted by
resolution of the plenary session in cases related Lo the
Standing Commuittee, or special issues requiring
investigalion.

The District Council is an internal
organization that grants autonomy to the
operation of the council in order to improve
efficiency, professionalism and functionality
of agenda deliberation. This is based on a
representative system with a preliminary
examination function.

Total meeting days shall not exceed 80 days a
year.

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Hearing

Whenever possible the regional council will be open to the public. Accordingly, the residents’ rights 1o
listen to the proceedings is guaranteed. All residents may attend meetings in session. Each Council hearing
is generally divided into general hearing (general pubic), group hearing (education institutions, and other
organizations), and long-term hearing (press, administrative organization). Hearings are allowed with the
the approval of the council. In addition, the committee should obtain the approval of the chairman.

Matters that listener should comply with
« Should remain quiet and restrained. sit in designated seats and may not enter the council hall.

« Should not express opinions or clap one’ s hands in response to statements made at the meeting.
+ Should promptly leave the hall when the council decides not to conduct an opening.
» When necessary to maintain order, member of persons permitted 1o obtain tickets may be limited.
