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About the Seocho-gu Council
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L ocal self-government can be described as residents forming a self-governing body and sharing
responsibilities for a region’. Local self-government signifies self-governing by residents, but since
all residents are not able to directly participate in regional administration, a local Council, a legislative
organ, elected based on the fundamentals of representative democracy must be organized.

As an organization that represents its residents, the local Council makes decisions for the self-
governing bedy and supervises the executive organ. Since the inception of the first Council through
direct election by residents on April 15, 1991, the members of the Council have devoted a vast amount
of effort on matters important to the district, such as revision of ordinances, deliberations on budget,
approval of accounts, handling of petitions, administrative business audits and inspections, requests for
document submission and responses to inguines.

Organization
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Members : Members of the Seocho-gu Council are representatives of the Seocho-gu's residents
elected by way of common-equal-direct-secret votes. Seocho-gu Council 1s made up of 15 such
members.

Speaker, Deputy-Speaker : The Speaker and Deputy-Speaker are elected by the members of
the Council through secret ballot. Each member carries out a 2-year term. The Speaker acts to
represent the Council, handles all proceedings and deliberations, maintains order in the chamber
and supervises all the affairs of the Council. The Deputy Speaker acts on the Speaker's behalf in
the event of his/her absence.

Board of Committees : The Steering Committee and Special Committee were established
to promote efficient Council activities. There are several committees, which have different
responsibilities, according to the jurisdiction of their respective authorities. Each Steering
Committee deliberates and handles proposals and petitions submitted to it. The Special
Committee was instituted by a resolution of the plenary session for cases related to the Steering
Commuittee, or special issues requiring investigation.

Council
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The Council possesses the authority to establish, revise and abolish ordinances, deliberate
and decide on the budget, in addition to its authority to approve settlements of accounts as the
region's representative, policy-maker, arbitrator and administrative supervisor. The Council is
also responsible for auditing and inspecting the executive organ as well as receiving petitions and
statements submitted by its residents. In addition, the Council has the right to self-regulate its
operations, such as establishing regulations for Council, opening and closing of the Council, and
setting return dates. Additional self-regulation functions include internal operations such as the
vote of censure with respect to Speaker and Deputy Speaker, the right to maintain order and the
right to internal investigation

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Legislation & Committees
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The Council consists of the Plenary Session, Steering committee, and special committee. The
committee is an internal organization that grants autonomy to the operation of the council in
order to improve efficiency, professionalism and functionality of agenda deliberation. This is based
on a representative system with a preliminary examination function. Meetings consist of Stated
meetings held twice a year and Provisional Meetings held as the need arises. The total of meeting
days will never exceed 120 days.

The first provisional meeting after a general election convene 25 days prior to the election of the
secretary generals term of local membership. However, the Speaker of the council may convene
a Provisional meeting within 15 days of the time that the Mayor of Seocho-gu or 1/3rd of members
registered request it, as per special needs for such meetings.
